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· 1 bottom pocket folder
· 6 large glue sticks (more may be needed throughout the year)
· 1 water color paint set (Crayola® works best)
· 1 Blunt tipped child’s scissors
· 1 Box of Crayola® Crayons
· Markers
· 2 pencils
· 1 8oz bottle of Elmers® Glue
